Technique classes are perfect if you have a bunch of projects in your head that you want to attempt, but don’t 

quite know how to take the next step. For beginners, choose between the Intro to Patchwork class that is all 

hand piecing and quilting, or the one day class that covers the basics of machine piecing. If you want to move 

onto Machine quilting there’s a class for that too! Quiltmakers is designed for intermediate quilters wanting a 

little assistance to continue with their projects, and is a great social occasion too.

Back to Basics—Thinking Beyond The Loopers 
Let’s start at the beginning… sounds like a song I know and, yes, it is a very good place to 

start. The overlocker is a great textile art tool, but like any equipment, understanding the 

‘bread and butter basics’ is essential before starting on the fancy ‘jam and cream’ options.  

This 2 day workshop takes you back to basics and then beyond:  

Day 1: Anne’s method of teaching is designed to ensure you are the one in control and can  

understand the what, where and why of features and functions of your overlocker.  

In the afternoon, the play days begin so that we can start to look at a bit more creativity.  

Day 2: A brief refresher and then some creative edges and fun techniques to get you ready for 

Christmas gift wrapping and festive decorations and embellishments.
